· HB1690 bill is being signed today; state members were invited to attend the signing. The bill goes into effect July 1, 2011.

· Conference call with David Westman was scheduled but cancelled at the last moment due to family emergency. David has left ENA to pursue other career opportunities. Sending around a thank you card to send to him for his dedication to ENA.
· National Award deadline is May 2nd, info available on the ENA website.
· 2011 General Assembly Bylaws and Resolutions have 11 topics submitted so far.  
· ENAF Scholarship applications are due by June 1, 2011. Last year over $100,000 was raised to give away.

· Board Liaison conference call with Matt Powers- he kept us updated on many issues regarding ENA such as: voting, membership and surveys, CE tracking, ENA board meeting will provide one line for each state to join ENA board meetings; this will allow us to listen to the meeting but no discussion.  This was done to help mentor people who may want to join the board one day. Matt will be at SESS.

4. Secretary’s Report:  Erin Reeve
a. February minutes need to have added that an “Education Committee was created with a purpose to address a State Symposium in the years we do not have SESS as a host state to help raise money for our state council. Each chapter of the state will have representation on this committee. Members that volunteered were: Vanessa Johnson, Loretta Martin, Tommy Earnest and we still need representation from the other chapters.” February Minutes were adopted with the fore mentioned changes added to the minutes.

b. As of today, all chapters have submitted the appropriate information and he will be sending this onto our accountant in the upcoming week. 
	   
    6.  New Business:
A.  Resolution proposals requesting state sponsorship:
i. Ultrasound guided Peripheral IV access
Discussion with recommendation that the author should develop a competency checklist and standardization of education for this procedure.  Motion made to endorse this resolution with recommendations. Motion accepted; Virginia will sponsor this resolution. Erin will send recommendations with our agreement to sponsorship.
ii. Emergency Nursing and  Forensic Nursing
Resolution to explore developing and/or disseminating educational materials with the International Association of Forensic Nurses; Emergency Nurses Association and International Association of Forensic Nurses focus on education and practice standards to benefit all emergency and forensic nurses working in partnership for the optimal care of victims of violence.
Discussion with members was that we are not opposed to having education available but were concerned about practice standards for all emergency nurses since we felt this area needed to be done by experts in Forensics. SANE programs are available in most ED’s therefore providing that expert practice for victims of violence.  Motion made not to support this resolution and adopted by all members. Virginia will not support this resolution.

iii. Firearm Safety Education for Children
Recommendation to review current literature regarding firearm safety in pediatric population, develop a tool kit for firearm safety and make a recommendation for mandatory firearm safety training for school age children.
Discussion was that we all agreed that literature needs to be updated or reviewed for injury prevention however the outcome of making firearm safety training for all school age children mandatory was being unrealistic. Motion made not to support this resolution and accepted. Virginia will not support this resolution.

B. Clinical Forum:  Violence in the Workplace
a. Bill 1690 being signed today regarding battery of emergency care givers will give a mandatory 2 day sentence with a max up to 14days and no limit on any fines. Great job for those that made this a success. Discussed that we needed to disseminate the news by educating ED’s, magistrates, media. Great opportunity for the state to do some press releases and PR in hospitals. Janice will write an article or letter to the editor and bring it to the June meeting for the board to discuss. Goal will be to promote this in June since bill goes into effect July 1.
b. Most nurses present have been assaulted at one time or another.

C. National Awards reviewed and felt that Cindy Hearrell needed to be nominated for the State Council/Chapter Government Affair category. Erin will write the nomination.

BCEN pilot program: Natalie and I attended a meeting in Chicago November 14, 2010, we have contact the Va State board of nursing and will be meeting with the President of VNA and the Director of the Virginia State Board of Nursing in March/early April to discuss Virginia becoming a state that would allow RN's to use their "Certification" as annual renewal for CE's. in 2012 Virginia will probably require 12-24 hours every 2 years to renew your RN license. RN's who are certified in their specialty field would be exempt from this requirement if they maintain their CE through certification----UPDATE we are waiting to meet with Va Board of nursing should be in April or May will keep you informed.
 
ENCARE: I have done 4 presentations at local high schools Mary -Choices  (725 total) we have 33 schools this year  in our seat belt challenge the highest ever. Every school did great I will show a video at June meeting a commercial one of my schools made it is GREAT we definitely need to submit in injury prevention state award category
 
A special thanks to Mary Menafra (Please try and come) we have been working with Chris Stolle in passage of bill that would support mandatory jail time for those injuring a "healthcare provider in the ED, clinic, or urgent care setting---finally RN, nurses are listed in the bill, those convicted although it is a misdemeanor they could serve up to 14 days in jail and 2 of which CAN NOT be suspended. Mary Menafra made us proud they all spoke so highly of you he invited us all to the signing and will be taking pictures. Our VENA MADE A DIFFERENCE!!!! It becomes LAW July 1st!!!
