           Meeting Minutes April 22, 2010

Meeting called to order at 1000 followed by introductions of those present.  Quorum was established

Once again, special thanks to Rachel Lazear and Betty Shumate for making the last minute arrangements for today’s meeting.
President’s Report:
Meeting location change:  Loretta apologized for the last minute change in the meeting from Charlottesville to Richmond area.  There was difficulty in locating a venue in Charlottesville. Loretta felt people needed at least 2 weeks to plan for travel to the meeting and decided to move the location.
President’s Report: 
Conference call with David Westman  was on March 23rd, he wanted to see what challenges state leaders were facing as well as tapping into new ideas for ENA.

· Quarterly updates on Certification achievements will be sent out to state presidents for recognition, Virginia has 18 nurses attain their CEN this past quarter.
Resolution:  Submitted by the President-Elect from Metro Atlanta ENA about placing a member advisor to the ENA Board looking for endorsement. Notice sent around, appears to be a bylaw amendment versus a resolution.
Secretary’s Report:

Minutes were distributed to those on the current list serve, BOD and all chapter presidents for review one week after the last meeting and again prior to the meeting.  Spelling correction and word changes were made to the minutes.
Motion made to approve the February 2010 minutes with changes noted today. Motion made by Steve Rasmussen, seconded by Cindy Hearrell.
Treasurer Report: given by Loretta Martin:
Balance is $18,226 as of April 21, 2010.
New Business:

Budget 2010:  

Proposed 2010 budget that was approved by the Executive Board was submitted to National which initially had a $17,000 deficit but was worked to $3500 deficit with some cuts made to various items.

Reimbursement Form:   Reimbursement form will need to be submitted with original receipts for expenses covered by the state.  Motion made that reimbursement forms must be submitted within 30 days following the activity for expenses to be covered unless there is an extenuating circumstance accepted by the current President.  Motion made by Karen Reilly-Follin and seconded by Janice McKay. 
Tax Status:   
Two chapters, Northern Virginia and Roanoke have not submitted their tax information to Tommy for our IRS filing. Deadline to file is May 15th.  Any penalties due to inability to file on time will be divided by those chapters responsible for not providing their tax info. Northern Virginia and Roanoke must submit their tax info to Tommy ASAP to avoid any penalties.

Tax Status of each chapter:  Janice McKay did some investigative work regarding chapter status with the IRS and determining correct EIN number to use.  A visit to the IRS in Norfolk revealed that according to our chapter EIN, the last filing was for 2007, no record for 2008 although we filed under the state EIN. With this information, Janice talked to the CPA the state will be using and asked what we needed to do. Her advice was to send a letter to the IRS explaining the circumstances along with a copy of the 2007 form with the noted correction to terminate the old EIN number.  This was done for the Tidewater chapter, still pending a response from the IRS. Each chapter is encouraged to do the same. A drafted letter was distributed with what should be done, each chapter just needs to fill in their information accordingly. Each chapter president is asked to send a letter to the IRS and to submit a copy of the letter to Loretta for her records. Janice will send out the letter electronically so you don’t have to retype the letter.
Delegate Application/Scholarships:  
$10,000 budgeted for the delegate scholarship for 2010

Actual number of delegates will be announced in June, expect 24-28. Each state will have two seats and an alternate then the other seats will be determined according to number of members and a percentage. Maximum number of delegates for the 50 states is 700.

Discussion over the amount to be given was held.  Final decision will be made at the June meeting based on the applications received, number of delegates allotted and the budgeted amount of $10,000.  Seats will be filled according to budget.  A motion was made by Cindy Hearrell to set a deadline of June 15th for the application to be submitted to the state president, seconded by Kathie Carlson and accepted by all present. Deadline for submitting Delegate Application is June 15th.  This will give the board a week to go over each application prior to the next meeting.

Scientific Assembly Booth/Items:

Booth fee budgeted:  $200.  Loretta will file the application for the booth.
Will have the display board and raffle items for the booth.

Raffle items will be the T-shirt quilt, wall hanging donated by Erin Reeve, and the thought was instead of a WII to look at the Kindle or Sony Reader as an option.  Emily Little will investigate to see if she can get a Kindle or Sony Reader at cost or less for us to raffle.
Raffle ticket prices will be set as last year:  $5 for one, $10 for three and $20 for seven.
Motion was made by Brenda Hoops, seconded by Vanessa Johnson to have each chapter donate $25 to cover the cost of items to raffle or booth expenses. Each chapter is to donate $25 for the booth expenses and to bring the money to the next meeting or submit a check to Loretta.
Delegates will be asked to cover the booth as we have in the past. This will be done by all delegates receiving money by our state for General Assembly.

National Elections:

ENA has a link to view the candidates running for office this year. We are asked to encourage our chapter members to vote, try to tag someone at each hospital in your chapter to push the voting for the ENA board.
Committee Reports:

Awards and Recognition:  National awards still being accepted until May 3, 2010. Please look at the categories and make a nomination for someone you feel fits the criteria. VENA awards for Clinical Expertise, Nurse Advocate and the Bob Shumate will be accepting nominations until August 1, 2010. Information will eventually be posted on the website. Encourage your chapter members to nominate!
Scholarship application is open to June 30th for all members to submit.  The 2010 scholarship can be used at any ENA sponsored education activity and will expire on December 31, 2011.  Janice will send out the scholarship application to chapter presidents who are then asked to forward the information to their members.
Delegate application will be distributed to chapter presidents who are asked to send the application out to its members. Deadline for submitting the Delegate application to Loretta Martin is June 15th. Remember that the chapter president must sign the application to verify chapter points.  Janice will send out the delegate application to chapter presidents who are then asked to forward the information to their members.
Education:
CATN II/CEN/CPEN:  Cathy Fox is out of town and information was reported  by Kathie Carlson.
CEN: Course held in January at VCU already had 12 people that passed the exam. Tidewater had a class with 40 participants, 6 people have already passed their exam. The course was co-sponsored by Bon Secours of Hampton Roads.  Tidewater will be sponsoring another course in late summer, early fall.

CPEN: No course scheduled at this time, would like to do one for VENA.

CATN:  Class held this past weekend in Fredericksburg with 12 in attendance.  Assisting Cindy Hearrell and Laura Garlow in becoming CATN Course Directors.  Next CATN in Northern Virginia at Inova May 1st and 2nd with space still available.

EMS Symposium: Steve Rassmussen reported the annual symposium is being held November 10 through the 14th. Brochures will only be available on-line by going to the VA OEMS. This is the 31st annual symposium with over 230 courses/break out sessions. Final budget is at the Budget Committee for approval by the Governor.
SESS:  Report by Kathie Carlson for Cathy Fox, SESS was just held April 7-11th in Myrtle Beach. Evaluations were very good, still awaiting final bills. Will give a more detailed report at the next meeting. Call for speakers to go out this summer and selections made by October so the flyer will be ready by early December to increase publicity and increase attendance.
TNCC:   Reported by Betty Shumate, Number of provider courses reported so far was 10 with 101 participants. Instructor classes reported were 3 with 10 new instructors.  All evaluation scores from January 09- September 09 with none below 3.0. Great job!
ENPC:  Report submitted on-line by Audrey who was unable to attend the meeting here in Richmond.  Course was held in January at the Potomac Hospital.  June 5-6th course will be held in Tidewater at SVBGH. Instructor course in Madison May 21st, course in Manassas May 22-23rd.
Injury Prevention:  Mary McCue reported that IQSIP Institute for Quality, Safety and Injury Prevention was released.  Guidelines for safe hand off of the geriatric patient available. Safety fair was held in Alexandria for one of the elementary schools. Lots of safety topics were covered, a joint effort with fire, police and rescue also.  Mary Washington planning a Youth Health and Safety Fair on April 29th per Melissa Hall.
Government Affairs:  Karen Reilly went over a few of the bills that went up for review. Healthcare Reform Bill signed. Poison Control funding had no cuts. Nurse Practitioner bill did not pass. Karen is being deployed in August and will not be able to continue as Government Affairs Representative. Please let Loretta know if you are interested in taking this committee on.
Liaison Committees:
Governor’s Advisory Board: no report.  Concern over attendance of meetings by our representative.  It was felt a letter needed to be sent to Governor McDonnell for a replacement for our seat. Loretta will follow-up on this.
Virginia EMSC State Committee:  Last meeting April 7th while Cathy was in Myrtle Beach for SESS, will forward the minutes when she receives them.
Infant Mortality:  Pilot sites are being developed for getting newly diagnosed pregnant patients that are uninsured or under insured signed up for Medicaid and getting appropriate referrals for care.
Website:

Committee has been trying to get access to site but found it very difficult.  Cindy provided the group with further instructions for accessing the website.  Loretta will continue to submit information to be updated on the website to Cindy until we can establish access to the site.
VENA Membership:  Kathie Carlson reported for Pat O’Donnell that we have 1229 members. Chapter presidents were notified of their new members. Letters have been sent to all new members. 61 new members from February to March.
Fundraising:  discussed under Scientific Booth under new business
Talked about donating jewelry to the ENAF silent auction.  Jane Pugh will donate an item, Emily Little will see if she can find something and Alex Taylor has access to get Pandora jewelry at cost. She will bring a catalog to the next meeting. 

Disaster Preparedness Committee:   Erin Reeve thought it would be a good idea to develop a Disaster Preparedness Committee for the state, motion made to develop committee by Cindy Hearrell and seconded by Vanessa Johnson.  Shirley Johnson agreed to be chair of this committee and is seeking others to join.
National Committees/Programs/Projects:

Course Ops:  Working on updating admin procedures, appeal and revocation of director. Concern that some Course Directors are letting participants grade their own tests.

CPEN:  First draft for item writers has passed. Of the item writers, 9 are from Virginia. Melissa Weir is in Africa and doing well.
Emergency Nursing Orientation On-Line second version: Kathie Carlson reported that it is ¼ of the way done, with 43 lessons.
ENAF:   State challenge deadline is April 30th.  Virginia donated $1311 and the chapters need to make sure their donation is in and listed under Virginia.
Old Business:

Bylaw Revision:   A committee was established at the last meeting and to have recommendations for revisions presented at this meeting. No report was provided. It was decided to establish another group to work on the bylaws.  
New Committee established for Bylaw Review. Committee chair: Janice McKay and Emily Little. Emily has a list of those interested in being on the committee. The plan is to send out the current National and State bylaws electronically and have committee members review them and send notes amongst the committee for recommendations. The committee will plan to meet an hour earlier at the next meeting for final thoughts on the bylaws.
Past President Luncheon: never really budgeted for when looking at the past records. Held every other year so none this year. Will need to make a decision on future luncheons.
